The aim of our show is for people to come together to celebrate their hobbies and have fun. The following
rules and guidelines are designed to give structure to the show and support the very difficult task of judging.

RULES

+ Maximum of two entries per class per exhibitor.

+ No exhibitor may move or otherwise interfere with
another exhibits. Exhibits may only be moved by
a Committee Member.

+ All exhibits must be staged by 10.45am and
exhibitors will be asked to leave the hall.

+ Any exhibits not removed from display will be sold at
the end of the Show, with proceeds to Club funds.

+ Judges decision is final, complaints and
comments will be recorded by Club Officials and
addressed in relation to future shows.

+ No responsibility can be accepted for damage to
exhibits, containers, or any loss regardless
of cause.

JUDGES HINTS

The following are included to give exhibitors an
idea of what the judges are looking for.

Vegetables & Fruit

+ Judges compare uniformity of size, shape,
condition, colour, evenness of colour and roma. If
more than one item is specified in the class then
uniformity of each item and the group are conidered.

+ Absence of damage caused by disease, pests or
bacterial infections, over or underwatering.

+ If specifically specified in the schedule the exhibit
is correctly labelled.

TROPHY & CUP WINNERS

Flowers & Plants
+ Uniformity of size of blooms and aroma.

+ Absence of damage to blooms and foliage caused
by disease or pests or watering issues.

Flower Arrangements
+ Visual impact, creativity, design, technical skills
and the interpretation of the brief will be considered

Baking
+ All pastry must be homemade.

+ Similarity of size, length and width in classes
requiring more than one exhibit.

+ Evenness of colour and bake, texture.

+ Taste and aroma, level of seasoning.

+ Filling combination.

+ Decoration and presentation.

Jams, Preserves & Pickles

+ Cleanliness of jar and lid (no drips or runs).
+ Taste, aroma, texture, colour and clarity.

+ Distribution and eveness of contents throughout
the jar.

POINTS

Points are awarded in each class accordingly:
1st place = 5 points

2nd place = 2 points

3rd place = 1 point

Best in Show = 5 bonus points.

Cups are held by the winners for 11 months and remain the property of North EImham Gardening Club.
They must be returned in a clean and undamaged condition to the Gardening Club Chairman in July 2026.
Non-members awarded a cup will need to provide proof of identity and provide an email address and
verified mobile number. All cup holders must inform the Chairman if they change their address or if cups/

trophies are lost or damaged.

RECIPE 2026: CLASS NO. 50

DUNDEE CAKE

Ingredients

1509 (5 oz) butter, at room temperature, 90g (3 0z) raisins

plus extra for greasing 60g (2 oz) glacé cherries, quartered, rinsed,
1509 (5 oz) light muscovado sugar and dried

3 eggs 60g (2 oz) chopped mixed candied peel
2509 (8 0z) plain flour 2 tbsp ground almonds

1 tsp baking powder grated zest of 1 large lemon

175¢g (6 oz) sultanas 60g (2 oz) whole almonds, blanched and

90g (3 oz) currants halved, to decorate

Method

1. Lightly butter a deep 20 cm (8 in) round loose-bottomed cake tin and line the bottom with
greaseproof paper.

2. Combine the butter, sugar, eggs, flour, and baking powder in a bowl and beat for 2 minutes or
until well blended. Stir in the fruit, mixed peel, ground almonds, and lemon zest.

3. Spoon the mixture into the prepared tin. Level the surface and arrange the halved almonds neat-
ly in concentric circles on top.

4. Bake in a preheated oven at 160°C (140°C fan, Gas 3) for 1%z hours or until well risen, golden,
and firm to the touch. A fine skewer inserted into the middle of the cake should come out clean.
Cover the cake with foil halfway through baking if it is browning too quickly.

5. Leave the cake to cool in the tin for a few minutes, then turn out on to a wire rack and leave to
cool completely. Store in an airtight container for about 1 week before eating.
